Parasites that may affect your dog can be divided into two types, internal and
external. Internal parasites live inside your dog’s body. The five most common
types are roundworm, tapeworm, hookworm, whipworm, and heartworm. Most
puppies are born with roundworms, and de-worming can start as early as two
weeks after a puppy’s birth. External parasites live on the dog’s skin and in the
dog’s coat. These include lice, fleas, ticks, and mites. Parasites can cause serious
health problems, so make sure you take your dog to the vet to be checked as soon
as possible. The vet will do a stool test and a blood test and give your dog some

medicine for de-worming and for getting rid of external parasites.
