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The History of Confectionery

Confectionery is another word for any sweet delicacy made using sugar, honey,
or other sweet substance. Three thousand years ago or more, the Egyptians made
sweets flavored with honey. Later on, the Persians employed refined cane sugar
to produce another type of confectionery. Machinery for the production of sweets
was initially developed in 18th-century Europe. In the 21st century, we now

have ( 10 ) candies, cakes, pies, chocolates, jellies, caramels, and toffees for
the consumer to choose from.
Before sugar became the principal ( 11 ) of sweets, honey was the

main sweetener. Often ground nuts would be combined with honey and/or other
ingredients. In India, China, Egypt, and the Middle East, honey was commonly
used. In Greece and Rome, people used honey to preserve fruits, flowers, and the
seeds or stems of plants for use in making confectioneries which are still eaten in
those countries today. After the fall of the Roman Empire, confectioneries were not
eaten so often, except in select royal or noble households. During the Middle Ages,
sweets appeared again, mainly with richer families.

In the Middle Ages, most confectioneries were a combination of spices and sugar.
Sweets were created as a sort of medicine and digestive aid for people at that time.
In those days, people often consumed food that was old, and they did not have
balanced diets, ( 12 ) they needed something to remedy their bad digestion.
Before going to bed at night people took sweets to their bedrooms in small boxes,
just as people today might take aspirin or other medicine.

There are many types of sweets, but definitely one of the most popular is
chocolate. Chocolate ( 13 ) came from South America where the Maya and
Aztec people consumed it as a beverage. Spanish explorers brought chocolate back
to Europe, and it quickly became very popular. In 1875 the Swiss invented milk
chocolate, which led to the great popularity of chocolate bars in the United States
from the late 19th century to the present. Today chocolate is enjoyed globally, and
modern technology and international trade have made it almost universally available.
