The Bruegels were a family of Flemish artists who flourished from the
16th to the 18th century. The most famous members of the family are Pieter
and his two sons, Pieter and Jan.

Pieter Bruegel the Elder was known as a great painter of landscapes and
peasant scenes. So he is sometimes called “Peasant Bruegel.” At first he was
influenced by Hieronymus Bosch, whose work is unique in its portrayal of
grotesque fantasy, and created works on religious subjects. Later, in 1552,
like many other artists, he visited Italy, which was the source of new trends
and the birthplace of humanism. Bruegel was much impressed by the scenery
in Italy. He was able to express all kinds of moods and emotions, from the
quietness of a winter landscape to the thunderous sweep of a fall of angels.
The Fall of the Rebel Angels and Peasant Wedding are his masterpieces. The
painter died in 1569 and was buried in the church of Notre-Dame-de-la-
Chapelle in Brussels, where we can visit his tomb, which is decorated with a
picture by Rubens.

Bruegel’s elder son was Pieter Bruegel the Younger, also called “Hell
Bruegel.” He worked in his father’s manner, often with an emphasis on the
grotesque. He and his pupils made many copies of his father’s works. Some
of these are so good that it is sometimes difficult to tell them from his father’s.
Hell Bruegel’s son, Pieter Brugel Il was also known as a copyist.

Pieter the Elder’s second son was Jan Bruegel, known as “Velvet Bruegel.”
He painted landscapes and still lifes with great subtlety and delicacy. He was
a friend of Peter Paul Rubens and often collaborated with him. His studio was
succeeded by his sons, and his manner of painting exerted a great influence on
painters of the time.
