Each word has been selected for its relevance to your field. That is, each word is an essential word
for students of economics, management, or business. In fact, you will notice that words that appear
near the beginning of the book will come up again and again in subsequent example sentences. This
shows how centrally important these words are to you and your studies. At the same time, this will
make them easier to remember. The more exposure you have to them, the more quickly and easily

you’ll remember them.

Vocabulary teachers and researchers now know that there is a lot more to word knowledge than just
knowing the meaning of the word. It is vitally important to recognize the way words are used in
context. For that reason, each example sentence is based on the word’s real use in the real world.
Learning the words while seeing them in context will also strengthen your ability to use them in

speech and writing.

If a word is commonly used in more than one form (e.g., as a noun and as a verb) both forms will be
listed (see 25. finance). If there are more than one meaning for the same form of the word (for
example, two different nouns), those will be listed separately with their own example sentences (see

6. share).



While you are studying, watch out for the highlighted areas in certain entries, like in 6. below.
These are designed to draw your attention to important information that will help you to learn the
word. For example, you may know the meaning of the verb fo share, but the highlights here tell you

that it can also be used as a noun with completely different meanings.
