The Risks of Shopping on Your Smartphone

Smartphones are getting smarter—but so are hackers.

Their latest target is the super-convenient pay-by-phone software and apps.
Encryption software, biometric scanning, and in-app authorizations go a long way
towards protecting consumers against a security breach, but we tend to forget one
key point. Such strategies are often not created by the smartphone manufacturers
themselves. They’re made by third parties.

Think about how many times a day you hold your phone up to how many
different devices made by how many different companies with how many different
regulations in their respective countries. A lot. And, that’s the weak link.

In reality, when it comes to security, you are not just dealing with the maker of your
phone. You have third-party makers, the Wi-Fi router network, the honesty of the
shop clerk, the transaction device, and more to consider.

Furthermore, biometric science is not perfect. Research has shown that multiple
scans of an eye do not always register the same, and police have reported causes of
hacking of these retinal and other biometric scanners.

While it goes without saying, it is important to regularly change passwords and

to always use passwords that are difficult to guess. Unfortunately, unless you are a
millennial, few users do this.
